Bishop Ye Yinyun of Guangzhou
officiated at the opening Mass. He
was assisted by Fathers Wu Dexin of
Henan, Guangzhou and Ye Shanting of
Zijin County. The opening ceremonies
drew a large crowd of local people

as well as from other parts of
Guangdong Province. Shanmei was once

a part of the Hong Kong Diocese.
Haifeng county originally fell under
the ecclesiastical jurisdiction of
the Pontifical Institute for Foreign
Missions (the P.I.M.E. Fathers) who
began work there in 1874. The first
church was built in 1896 and was
demolished  during the Cultural
Revolution. In 1949, there were some
two thousand faithful in Shanmei.

Hong Kong’s former bishop, the late
Bishop L. Bianchi, is still
remembered by the villagers of

Niupeidi and the surrounding area of
Haifeng for his years of =zealous
service there.
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Unfortunately, there will be no
resident priest stationed at St.

Peter’s. It is hoped that with the
ordination this summer of two
seminarians now finishing up their

studies in Wuchang Seminary, the
church will be visited on a regular
basis. For the present, it will be

covered by non-resident priests only
on major church feast days.
