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The re-dedication of the
Ganzhu Catholic Church in
Guangdong’s  Shunde County  took
place on July 24, 1988. The
reconstruction of the church was
made possible by the generous
donations of Catholics both 1inside
and outside of China.

The village has produced four
Catholic priests. The only one
still living is Father Tan Tiande,
who serves at the Shishi Catholic
Church in Guangzhou.
